Each database has been evaluated using our established criteria and pricing has been obtained. Pricing is based on the number of libraries who choose a database.  The price of course is less if more libraries choose it.

Attached is a synopsis of each database on offer and pricing.

Libraries who are interested in joining BRUCE can nominate which databases they want and the vendor will individually invoice each library.  Access is via IP, password or referring web page, all databases enable remote access and statistics will be available.  Subscriptions will not commence until 1st July 2002.  All prices are GST exclusive.
