Fee vs. Free- Factiva Report

http://factiva.com/collateral/files/whitepaper_feevsfree_032002.pdf
While a promotional paper, the Factiva 2002 White Paper raises some issues worth considering by anyone relying on Web information.  The report argues that, while the majority of "knowledge professionals" believe they can find everything they need online, most are inefficient at doing so, wasting much of their time wading through all of the "hits" that a random search generally yields. Therefore, information professionals would do better to rely on value-added services tailored to granting access to a broad spectrum of authoritative, proprietary, and professionally-maintained resources, such as online databases.
