Great for students involved in public speaking and debates. The debatabase comes from the International Debating Education Association, whose mission is to promote mutual understanding and democracy globally by supporting discussion and active citizenship locally.

The debatabase can be searched via keyword or themes, with the latest topics posted on the front page. A search for "Drugs in Sport" brings up for and opposing arguments, with referrals for more information to web links and books.
